For each response, you should write and underline The Title of the book and the pages read (example: The Book Worm, pages 15 – 73).  You may include magazines (Name of Magazine, pages 12-14), newspapers (The Newspaper Daily, Section A, page 3 article “Washing Dishes is fun!”), articles read on line (www.myarticle.com/goodstudent.grade5/  (this is totally made up, do not try to go here!). Use Time For Kids articles
You are expected to read 20 minutes in the English language at your reading level, and respond every day. You should have 4 responses, using a different strategy each day.  Make a check on the strategy that you use each day.  (   You may use the expanding text box response log below if you wish, or use your own form or paper.  However, the instructions remain the same.

	Connection:

Pick one part of what you read each evening that had some special meaning to you (text to self, text to text, or text to world).  1) Write the page number. 2) Write 1-2 sentences about what happened in the book. 3) Write 1-2 sentences about the connection (give colorful details in scenes or emotions) 4) Describe how the two were the same. 5) Describe how the two were different.
	
	
	
	

	Infer/Predict:  

On one day you should do 4 entries with at least one from both categories.  You can choose whether to infer or predict. Be SURE to write either P or I for each entry.

Examples:

P  What I think will happen next.    John ran into the street without looking. p 12 John will slip and fall and get hurt because the streets are covered with ice. This was correct, although he wasn’t hurt badly. p 15
I   - What I can tell about why, but was NOT directly written.    Sue blew out the candles and got presents. p 47. I can infer that it was Sue’s birthday, because you get presents and a cake with candles on your birthday.

P What I think will happen next.     Mary plays her flute for 2 hours every day. p 83 Mary will pass her test with the best score ever for flute tests because of all her practice.   This was wrong because she failed the test. She had practiced the wrong pieces!   p 91
	
	
	
	

	Visualization:

	Thick Questions:

Write 2 “thick” questions that should be ones that people can discuss, not ones that have a single simple answer like “yes or no”.  The questions should have to do with the content of the section. 	Summary:
